To Provide These Community Services:

•  Care Connection - offering information 
on community services for caregivers, and 
assistance obtaining them. We offer a 
quarterly newsletter and occasional confer-
ences, presentations and classes as well as 
caregiver support. 

•  Eldereach - is a program to help older 
adults discover and receive services so they 
can live in their home as long as safely pos-
sible. Often a phone call is all it takes to 
have a nurse or social worker respond to 
an inquiry.  These professionals specialize 
in working with older adults, so they can 
sometimes introduce a solution no one else 
realized was possible!
